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THE TEXAS FLY-IN 2008 — KERRVILLE

The Texas Fly-In, dba "The Tony Bingelis Schol-
arship Fund", took place on Saturday, October 
11 at Kerrville Municipal/Louis Schreiner Field. 
The day dawned (sort of) with low ceilings and 
blustery winds, which delayed or deterred some 
fly-ins to the event. The cloud deck lifted enough 
to allow decent VFR by late morning, and the 
balance of the day was partly cloudy with gusty 
moderate winds; a beautiful day. I flew over from 
San Geronimo in my Pietenpol and my brother, 
flying a trike from Boerne Stage, joined me 
shortly before noon. 

The event was billed (or NOT billed, I guess) as 
a no-frills, grassroots, no agenda, no airshow, 
no admission fly-in. Accordingly, the flightline 
was somewhat sparsely populated but included 
a nice mix of experimentals, warbirds, and "pre-
manufactured" aircraft. Of particular note were a 
pair of very pretty Stearmans, an SNJ, an abso-
lutely gorgeous Waco, and a Republic Seabee 
amphibian. I could probably stretch out and go 
to sleep in the cavernous (compared to my Piet) 
rear cockpit of the Waco. In the main display 
area was a crisp Indus T-211 "Thorpedo" with 
Jabiru power and it was a beauty inside, outside, 
and under the cowl. Also transiting the display 
area and vicinity was (I think) a super-sleek 
Lambada composite motorglider with more fac-
ets to the wings than a Facetmobile, and a 
Boerne-based Sport Cub with not so much as a 
speck of dust or a single smashed bug on it. Im-
maculate airplane and a perfect example of to-
day's light-sport offerings. 

Inside the fly mart hangar were tables with all 
sorts of good stuff to browse, along with various 
concessions and vendors and the very interest-
ing 65 HP Aerotwin 4-stroke experimental en-
gine. The display model was turbocharged and 
supercharged but normally-aspirated versions 
are available as well. Very nice piece of hard-

ware for us wrench-heads to drool on! Oh, and 
also in and around the hangar and raffle table 
were members and volunteers from EAA Chap-
ters 747, 1088, 35, and others. As usual when 
EAA members are around, no trash to be seen 
anywhere. 

It was a nice day, in our back yard, and pro-
ceeds benefitted the Tony Bingelis Scholarship 
Fund to honor one of the founders of the organ-
ized experimental aviation activity in south and 
central Texas, and of course one of the most 
venerated contributors to tips, techniques, and 
details that are used by homebuilders world-
wide.
